These lessons will be taught in the Media Center. Teachers will schedule the lessons, as they do with all media lessons. Teachers will be encouraged to come for a lesson at least once every two weeks. I would like to have the entire unit completed within the first 9 weeks of school.

Lesson 1) Digital Citizenship Overview 

*Show students the digital story that I have created as an overview of digital citizenship.

*Have students develop questions based on the digital story.

*Use the questions for a socratic seminar.

By the end of this lesson the students should understand what digital citizenship is and the elements that it involves.
*Have students complete an exit ticket for assessment

Lesson 2) Cyberbullying

*Have students view the cyberbullying digital story/ video based on Amanda Todd’s story. 

*Have students discuss or journal the following questions relating to the video

    -Who was to blame in the situation with Amanda Todd?

    -Did Amanda deserve what happened to her?

    -What could Amanda’s friends and family members done to help her cope?

*Have students write their thoughts or feeling about cyberbullying on notecards to use to create a display so that students will remember the feelings they have about cyberbullying. 

*Discuss internet safety and how it related to cyberbullying.

*Have students complete an exit ticket for assessment and to gauge understanding.
Lesson 3) Digital Footprint

*Have students brainstorm with their tablemates what they think a digital footprint is.
